Happy 250th To Jaffrey!
The town of Jaffrey was first granted 

by the Massachusetts General Court 
in 1736 to soldiers from Rowley, MA, 
returning from the war in Canada. The 
town was known as “Rowley-Canada.” 

In 1749, the town was re-chartered 
by the Mason proprietors as “Monad-
nock No. 2”, sometimes called “Middle 
Monadnock” or “Middletown.” It 
was one of the first towns established 
following the Masonian proprietors’ 
purchase of undivided lands under 
the claim.

Settled about 1758, the town was 
regranted in 1767. It was incorporated 
in 1773 by Governor John Wentworth 
and named for Portsmouth merchant 
George Jaffrey, member of a wealthy 
Portsmouth family. George Jaffrey 
never visited the town named for him. 
It is said to be the only Jaffrey in the 
world. 

George Jaffrey’s son was a life trust-
ee of Dartmouth College and designer 
of the official college seal. The Con-
toocook River provided water power 

for mills. Village prosperity would be 
expressed in fine early architecture, 
including the Town Meetinghouse, 
built in 1775.

Beginning in the 1840s, the area’s 
scenic beauty attracted tourists, and 
several summer hotels were built at 
the base of Mount Monadnock, endur-
ingly popular with hikers. Some who 
scaled the summit were Ralph Waldo 
Emerson, Henry David Thoreau, and 
Rudyard Kipling. The experience in-
spired Emerson in 1845 to write the 
poem, Monadnoc.

Jaffrey was the setting for a 1950 
biography by Elizabeth Yates entitled 
Amos Fortune, Free Man, winner of the 
1951 Newbery Medal. Amos Fortune 
was an African-born slave who pur-
chased his freedom and that of his wife, 
and established a tannery in the village. 
He is buried in the local cemetery, as 
are bandbox craftswoman Hannah 
Davis and author and summer resident 
Willa Cather.

One of the first acts of 
rebellion leading up to the 
Revolutionary War was a 
group of 400 townspeople 
who raided the garrison’s 
gunpowder at Fort Wil-
liam and Mary (aka “The 
Castle”) in New Castle to 
prevent the British take-
over.

The Great 
Fire Of 
Chicago

The great fire of Chi-
cago was on October 8, 
1871. Though legend has 
it that the start of the fire 
was by Mrs. O’Leary’s 
cow, it was more likely 
to have started in their 
cowshed by Daniel Sul-
livan, who first reported 
the fire. This fire caused 
$196 million in damages.

Carleton 
Ellis, 
Margarine 
Inventor

Did you know that 
margarine was invented 
by a Keene native? Car-

leton Ellis was born in 
Keene in 1876, the son of 
the florist Marcus Ellis 
and his wife, Katherine. 
Carleton Ellis was the 
valedictorian of his Keene 
High School class of 1896; 
he went on to study at 
MIT.

Ellis had moved to 
Montclair, NJ by the early 
years of the 20th century. 
He became a prolific in-

ventor with 753 patents 
to his credit, the third 
largest number awarded 
to any single person.

It was a patent award-

ed to Ellis in 1913; how-

ever, that was to over-

shadow all of the oth-

ers. During that year, 
he patented a margarine 
made from vegetable oil. 
A form of margarine had 
been in existence for some 
years, but it had previ-
ously been made from 
animal fats. This animal 
fat margarine was greasy, 
often indigestible, and 
quite susceptible to con-

tamination. Ellis’ mar-

garine, which could be 
made from either corn, 
peanut, or cottonseed 
oil, was much safer and 
healthier than the animal 
fat margarine. And thus, 
it was that a Keene boy 
laid the foundation for 
the massive margarine 
industry by introducing 
margarine as we know 
it today.

100 Years Ago 
In the mid-1920s, the 

largest plant in New Eng-
land for the manufac-
turing of overalls and 
work pants was located 
in Keene. Watch the Wear 
Overall Company was 
actully established in 
1900 in Brattleboro, VT 
as the Brattleboro Overall 
Company and in 1905 
moved to Norway Av-
enue in Keene.  The name 
was changed to Watch 
the Wear in 1925. At that 
time it had become the 
largest company in the 
industry in New England. 

One hundred years 
ago, much of the bread 
used in Keene and the 
surrounding area was 
baked in a small bak-
ery, Buttery Bakery, on 
Cottage Street in Keene.

Dr. Obidiah 
Blake
By Alan Rumrill

Dr. Obadiah Blake, 
born in Wrentham, MA 
in 1719, was one of the 
first settlers of Keene in 
the late 1730s. He was 
also one of the first physi-
cians in the town, serving 
the region as a doctor for 
many years.

Dr. Blake’s account 
book from the late 18th 
century gives us a view 
of a medical profession 
much different than to-
day’s. Most of his work 
involved house calls. He 
had regular customers in 
Croydon, NH, Athens, 
VT, and Royalston, MA. 
He traveled on horse-
back with his medicines 
and instruments in his 
saddlebags.

Dr. Blake’s fees were 
small and usually paid 
in vegetables, grain, or 
other produce. Joshua 
Osgood paid two bushels 
of beans for several visits 
and medicines in 1785. 
Francis Drake paid his 
medical bill by chopping 
wood for Dr. Blake. It was 
common for Dr. Blake 
not to be paid at all. For 
example, one account 
was settled “by running 
away,” and another was 
“cancelled in full by pov-
erty.” The one pound, 10 
shilling account of Robert 
McNeal was “settled by 
death.”

Dr. Blake lived a long 
and full life. He passed 
away in 1810 at the age of 
92. Dr. Blake bequeathed 
his saddlebags, vials, and 
lancet to his son, Obidiah, 
Jr., who had followed into 
the field of medicine.

Kingsbury Machine 
T o o l  b u s i n e s s  w a s 
launched in 1920 and 
in 1926 a new factory 
was erected to house the 
expanding machine di-
vision (established as a 
separate division) the 
Kingsbury Machine Co. 
In 1926, Harold Holden 
began a sheet metal busi-
ness on Railroad Street. 
Forty years later, the H. L. 
Holden Co. moved from 
its location on Main Street 
to a new factory in Keene 
Industrial Park. 

Waldo Giovannangeli, 
who had worked in Leve-
roni’s fruit store on Main 
Street, opened his own 
market in 1928.

In 1814 Aaron Apple-

ton, from Dublin, and 
John Elliot formed a part-
nership for the sale of 
hardware, dry goods, 
and grocery supplies, 
and for $2,000 purchased 
the wooden building on 
the south corner of Main 
and West Streets, later 
replaced by a brick struc-
ture. The general mercan-
tile business of Appleton 
& Elliot became John El-
liot & Co. in 1826. By the 
middle of the century 
Elliot’s son, John Henry, 
headed the business and 
took in as a partner, Bar-
rett Ripley.

In 1864, when Ripley 
left to head the Troy Blan-
ket Mills, Isaac Spencer 
took his place. On Elliot’s 
retirement around 1867 
the hardware store be-
came Spencer & Co. Later 
George Litchfield bought 
into the firm, his share 
later being purchased by 
Herbert Woodward. In 
1893 William O. Hutchins 
became a partner. In 1901 
the firm moved into the 
E. F. Lane Block, which 
it occupied for 55 years 
and was known as Spen-
cer Hardware Co. In 
1937 Walter Goodnow, 
an employee for many 
years, became general 
manager. The business 
was purchased in 1952 
by Churchill Stafford, 
who liquidated the firm 
in 1966.

In 1813 John Wood and Captain 
Aaron Hall took in Timothy Hall, a rela-
tive of the captain’s from Connecticut, 
to form the firm of A. & T. Nall. This 
apothecary store was on the site of 
the present Cheshire National Bank 
on Main Street and sold English and 
West Indian goods, as well as druggists’ 
supplies. Though the name of John 
Wood did not appear in the firm’s no-

menclature, he was “the financial and 
substantial member of the concern.” 
The business was the first, in 1822, to 
sell flour in a store, as previously it had 
been sold, along with meal and grain, 
only at the gristmills. After nearly four 
decades this business landmark was 
forced to close in 1850, a combined 
result of expansion and business dif-
ficulties.

About 50 
Years Ago 

In 1970, Peterborough 
renewed its commitment 
to free speech when a 
committee at the Unitar-
ian Universalist Church 
resurrected the forum as 
the Monadnock Summer 
Lyceum. This “feast for 
the thoughtful” contin-
ues today and features 
prominent speakers from 
a wide variety of back-
grounds and disciplines 
who discuss topics of 
importance to that time. 

Keene State College 
was one of the original 
five schools to host El-
derhostel at its founding 
back in the early 1970s. 
Elderhostel conducts re-
search on aging and life-
long learning. 

New Hampshire Cov-
ered Bridge #4 was placed 
on the National Regis-
ter of Historic Places in 
1975. Located in Westport 
(part of Swanzey town-
ship), the Slate Bridge 
was named after the Slate 
family who lived on a 
farm along the Ashuelot 
River north of the bridge. 

In 1970, Eleanor Briggs 
used her grandparents’ 
house as a conservation 
education center and 
established the Harris 
Center for Conservation 
Education. She named 
the organization after her 
cat, Harris, who she felt 
“represented a certain 
wildness, humor, savvy, 
and strong instinct, all 
elements needed for a 
successful environmental 
education center.” The 
center first offered public 
educational programs, 
and soon branched into 
summer  camps  and 
school programming.

Thayer 
Portable 
Houses
By Alan Rumrill

In this day of pre-fab 
homes and log cabin kits, 
it is interesting to note 
that a Keene firm was ad-
vertising portable houses 
about 100 years ago. The 
Springfield Manufactur-
ing Company, makers 
of the Springfield Por-
table House, first came 
to Keene in 1913. By the 
1920s, Oscar H. Thayer 
had become owner and 
changed the name to the 
Thayer Portable House 
Company.

The company, which 
was located at 171 Win-
chester Street, manu-
factured portable and 
ready-cut buildings of 
all kinds. Thayer offered 
bungalows, camps, ga-
rages, boathouses, chick-
en houses, schools, and 
even churches. Between 
400 and 500 buildings 
were made each year 
at the Thayer Factory. 
Many of the building 
styles were named after 
local features, such as 
Chesterfield, given to the 
bungalow model. The 
firm employed 20 people 
and did an annual busi-
ness in excess of $100,000 
during the 1920s.

The portable houses 
were built in sections and 
held together with bolts 
and specially designed 
clamps. The ready-cut 
houses came complete 
in every detail, with not 
a single additional piece 
of lumber or hardware 
needed. All locks, nails, 
window screens, and 
even paint were included.

The Thayer Portable 
House Company dis-
appeared from the city 
directories in the mid-
1940s.
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About 50 
Years Ago 

In 1970, the popula-
tion of Keene was 20,467 
and Cheshire County 
53,600. 

With 2.39 million in 
pledges, Cheshire Hos-
pital (now part of the 
Dartmouth-Hitchcock 
healthcare network) was 
built on Court Street in 
Keene and dedicated in 
1973. It replaced Elliot 
Hospital on Main Street. 

Keene  Horseshoe 
Club was host to three 
World Horseshoe Cham-
pionships in Keene: 1966, 
1968, and then again in 
1974.  

In 1976,  President 
Gerald Ford vis i ted 
Keene. Schools closed 
so students could go see 
him. 

The first Street Fair 
was held in Keene in July 
of 1979. Before that, the 
event had been known as 
Sidewalk Sales or Crazy 
Days. Also in October 
1979, First Lady Rosa-
lyn Carter dedicated the 
E.E. Bagley Bandstand 
in Central Square. The 
bandstand was named af-
ter Edwin Eugene Bagley, 
an American composer 
who was most famous 
for composing the march 
National Emblem.

On Main Street Keene 
1970, one would find the 
railroad line still crossed 
the street. Businesses at 
that time included Si-
mon’s Jewelers, Quality 
Shoppe, David’s, Mr. Piz-
za, Keene Co-Operative 
Bank, Melody Shop, and 
Bell Shop. 

Also in the 1970s, 
Winding Brook Lodge in 
Keene was a favorite res-
taurant in the Monadnock 
Region, Cheshire Mills in 
Harrisville ceased opera-
tion, Contoocook Valley 
Regional High School 
was built, and the first 
physical location of the 
chain retail store Brook-
stone opened in Peter-
borough.

Sports historians have 
documented that girls in 
New Hampshire played 
basketball interscholas-
tically before the boys, 
there was no official girls’ 
state championship or 
tournament until a New 
Hampshire Interscholas-
tic Athletic Association 
event in 1970.

The Christmas Fire 
of 1970 in Peterborough 
had not only the town’s 
firefighters but six other 
town’s firefighters trying 
to control a fire that was 
consuming the school 
building on High Street. 
The school was left in ru-
ins and the town scram-
bling to find space for 
the displaced students 
before Christmas vaca-
tion was over. The school 
had housed students in 
7th and 8th grade. Fol-
lowing the fire, these 
students transitioned 
to Contoocook Valley 
Regional High School 
for the remainder of the 
school year. As far as the 
students in 1st through 
6th grades, their Christ-
mas break lasted longer 
than planned, and by 
January 11th the gym 
and elementary wing 
were sufficiently cleaned 
to allow the students to 
return.
